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Abstract:

The article determines, that the efficient company operation depends on the ability to change its main model
and a business strategy according to environmental changes. Within the given context the adaptation is defined as
a systematic readiness to a strategical foreseen and adaptation to internal and external transformations. The authors
investigated and systematized scientific and methodological approaches to evaluate a company strategic adaptation

during radical technological and socio-economic fractures.
Keywords: strategic adaptation, strategic flexibility, transformations, changes, evaluation methods.

Introduction. The success of a modern company,
during a time of radical technological and socio-eco-
nomic fractures, depends on the ability to transform the
own business model which could be in a line with cur-
rent environmental changes. The efficient company op-
eration depends on its ability to change main models
and a business strategy in accordance to changed exter-
nal circumstances. In that context the adaptation means
not the ability of searching for possibilities to avoid a
crisis, but a systematic readiness to strategical foreseen
and a possibility of adaptation to small, and then to deep
signals, which will threat a business and a company ex-
istence itself.

The question of a company strategic adaptation
management is a subject of scientific researches pre-
pared by numerous national and foreign scientists.
Meanwhile, the most important aspects to evaluate, for-
mulate, increase a capacity building and insure a com-
pany strategic adaptation are still not yet fully studied,
and copying or establishing foreign developments will
not be useful within a national context, since there is a
huge difference in technological and socio- ecological
progress, as well as their rapid obsolescence and a cor-
responding irrelevance should be considered. There-
fore, the relevance of these issues led us to choose such
a topic, its purpose and a logic of the study.

Analysis of recent researches: A&lobal techno-
logical and socio-economic transformations have a di-
rect impact on a company development. Enhanced dy-
namism of the environment highlights implementation
of strategic orientation needs and proactive implemen-
tation of the necessary changes. A strategy formation
within such conditions could not be based only on com-
mon inflexible concepts, especially it will be impossi-
ble to keep a company goal using obsolete approaches.
Therefore, it is necessary to assess the possible varia-
bility of company prospects from a point of developing
different business models based on a principle of rapid
adaptation to environmental conditions.

Most of authors of the 80s of the twentieth century
emphasized in their researches the importance of apply-
ing the principle of flexibility in a business manage-
ment. Such scientists are: 1. Ansoff, A.P. Gradov, Y. P.
Korobetsky, V.N. Samochkin, and others. They deter-
mined the main concepts and substantiated the princi-
ples of analysis of a flexible company development.
However, it is important to notice, that the ability of a
company reaction on flexibility to changes in the exter-
nal environment in a real time is still considered as an
insufficient studied problem. In order to characterize
this ability under the scientific literature context ap-
peared such a new concept as a "flexibility" and "adap-
tation"”, which was initially semantically considered
synonymous and it was defined as "strategic influences
that improve the company's relations with its environ-
ment" [1, p. 702]. The adaptive characteristic of open
systems became an important in conditions of discrete,
unexpected and unpredictable changes in the environ-
ment [2, p. 134].

Many researches identify adaptation as a passive
behaviour, because it implies relevant company reac-
tions to external changes that have already occurred.
Adaptation, as a company form that interacts with the
external environment, is considered as an element of
competitiveness and implementing something new. Ex-
actly this was mentioned by I. Ansoff: ,,...to remain a
profitability for a long-term period, a company should
always improve its service, secure new resources and
develop new products, as well as enter new markets "[
3, p- 93].

Based on the outcomes from studied literature, it
could be said that many authors divided company ad-
aptation reactions into two types: passive adaptation,
when companies change their business behaviour in or-
der to keep an efficient business operations, and active
adaptation, when companies decide to change their tar-
get groups without any external influences in order to
set an efficient business operation in the future. It isim-
portant to highlight, that any external market changes

could happen quite fast, however they might have a
short implementation period, or vice versa where their
changes come at the market very slow, but they have a
long implementation period and therefore a company
should always have its adaptation ability to such spon-
taneous changes. This could be achieved by a high ad-
aptation flexibility or a possibility of a company busi-
ness reorientation without any radical changes [4, p. 9].

In order to ensure a company adaptation to rapid
market changes, any company should develop its future
vision, which will be based on a general company strat-
egy. The adaptation process could be reactive and
caused by numbers of environmental instable factors,
or it could be proactive and defined by a change man-
agement strategy [5, p. 5].

Despite on a significant level of developed re-
searches for identifying a company adaptation it is still
visible that some of aspects are not studied and remain
open. First of all, this caused by various characteristic
changes of a “company adaptation” understanding, as

well as there are still lack of systematization of meth-
odological evaluation approaches and lack of a frag-
mentary research of adaptation components. In regard
to this, there is a need to generalize and systematize ex-
isting approaches to assess a strategic company adapta-
tion within existing modern environmental conditions.
The relevance of these issues led to the choice the cur-
rent article topic, its purpose, objectives and a logic of
the study.

Summarised main research outcomesUntil
now there was no single scientific and methodological
approaches for a company strategic adaptation which
could be developed by scientific researches or by man-
agers-practitioners. That’s why it is reasonable to study
the most relevant methodological approaches to evalu-
ate a company strategic adaptation, which are currently
existing and described in the reviewed literature. How-
ever, it is important to notice, that within most of the
publication authors review a strategy adaptation from a
flexibility context.

Evaluation of a strategic ad-
1 | aptation based on the analy-
sis of unexpected changes

I. Ansoff [ 6, p. 120], A. Hradov [ 7, p. 248] and A. Luxhynov [8, p. 11]
evaluate a strategic adaptation from the position of a strategic flexibility,
which is based on the impact analysis of unexpected changes at the com-
pany sales and profit levels. According to that a company strategy adapta-
tion could be calculated though a value of sales made, and a revenue re-
ceived with perspective establishing of an “impact analysis”.

Thus, for each strategic management area or each type of a company busi-
ness, there should be a calculation of the following ratios: a share of sales,
profits, income, cash in a particular business area and from a company
itself. When main identified from above business directions are supplied
by implementation of a small number of individual types of business ser-
vice, the company is considered as inflexible and poorly adapted to any
changes.

The disadvantages of this approachre: assessment of only the external
defensive company adaptability without taking into account the external
offensive and internal adaptability; lack of adaptability criteria’s which
could also be considered as low, medium, or high; an impact assessment
illustrates the level of instability of the external environment, rather than a
company adaptive capacity in implementation of certain business areas;
impossibility to determine a type of adaptability and a general company
adaptation level to unexpected factors is reached.

Complex of strategic adap-
tation indicators

According to the proposed by L. Machecurom [9, p. 11] approach, a com-
plex indicator to evaluate a strategic company adaptation is obtained based
on the indicators grouping into three groups: internal adaptation, external
defensive and external offensive adaptation.

The disadvantage of the method is itsniplementation complexity.
There are no guidelines for choosing such indicators, especially for a par-
ticular type of a company adaptability, therefore they could also be allo-
cated in different units, which complicates their usage to assess a company
strategic adaptation.

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Evaluation of a strategic ad-
3 | aptation considering a sys-
tem flexibility

Evaluation of adaptation indicators from a position of strategic planning
was described by D. Yarulina [10, p. 274]. She proposes to evaluate a com-
pany adaptation considering a company management flexibility system
during different company life cycles and levels with factors, that determine
a company readiness to instability conditions with a definition of weak and
strong environment signals.

The disadvantage of theapproachis its complexity of a practical usage,
since it is also unclear what kind of indicators will be described consider-
ing a system flexibility, a company ability to improve and upgrade its ser-
vice, as well as factors which illustrate a company readiness to instable
conditions and importance of strong and weak signals.

Evaluation of a company
strategic adaptation using a

The approach was proposed by M. V. Sytnitskiy [11, p. 28] and it allows
to calculate not only relative values of a strategic company adaptive ca-
pacity, but also adaptability ratings, due to an influence of company envi-
ronmental factors in accordance with the internal adaptation potential,
which increases the objectivity of this indicator.

During the evaluation process, a contribution of external and internal com-
pany strategic adaptability to an integrated value, considering the influence
of micro- and macro-environmental factors, should be determined.

The disadvantage of the approaclis its comprehensive practical usage
and a subjectivism of methods in determining the list and weight of factors
influencing a company strategic adaptation.

V. Vasilenko [12] proposes to determine evaluation of a company adapta-
tion in 6 stages.

Stage 1 Identification of the most probable and significant for a company
strategic unexpected situations that may effect on its competitive position
within any strategic business areas.

Stage 2.Assessment of a potential impact of each unexpected situations
by groups of expert. If such an impact is positive and considered as an
opportunity, it is assessed at a scale from 1 to 10, if negative - then it is
considered as a problem and it is assessed on a scale from -1 to -10.
Stage 3 Assessment of the adaptability of each strategical business zones
could be done by summing all estimated strategic unexpected situations
for a single strategical business zone, considering a probability of its oc-
currence, as well as all negative estimates for the same strategical business
zone. The first indicator illustrates a positive value of adaptability in haz-
ardous conditions, the second - a degree of vulnerability, or inflexibility,
and a summary of both values gives an indicator of the overall flexibility
of the strategical business zone.

Stage 4.A measurement of a probable impact of a relevant unexpected
situation on a company could be done by summing up the obtained esti-
mates of the impact of this factor on each strategical business zone and
give an assessment of the resilience of this strategical business zone to all
possible impacts. The algebraic sum of the measurements gives an esti-
mate of the stability of the whole set of strategical business zone in relation
to a particular unexpected situations.

Stage 5.A general indicator of a company strategic adaptation is calcu-
lated as a total flexibility of all strategical business zones or as an indicator
of the total impact of all strategic unexpected situations on a company.
Stage 6.The indicator of a company strategic adaptation could be deter-
mined on the basis of a maximum share of a profit that could be obtained
in the area with a certain level of instability. In addition, a company could
set its own benchmark of a flexibility, determining a maximum share of
profits that it could risk in case of unexpected situations.

The advantage of the approach would be an ability to evaluate any possible
sets of strategical business zones by the criterion of maximizing a com-
pany strategic adaptation.

The disadvantage of the approaclis that this methodology is based on
expert assessment feedbacks. It is important that the level of a company
strategic adaptation is determined not only by assessing the instability of
the external environment, but also in accordance with internal company
capabilities.

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Based on the analysed authors scientific - method-
ological approaches for evaluation of a company stra-
tegic adaptation, it was conducted, that integral indica-
tors of a company strategy adaptation considering ad-
vantages and disadvantages of the studied methods
should be formed. It is also important to consider the
unpredictable positive changes that result from the syn-
ergistic relationship between external and internal pos-
itive influences.

Conclusions and prospects for further re-
searchesSummarizing the analysis above, it could be
concluded that the use of the concept of a strategic ad-
aptation management is a key for a successful company
operation in terms of radical technological and socio-
economic fractures, as well as the prepared analysis of
existing scientific and methodological approaches to
assess a company strategic adaptability will help to im-
prove research tools. The prospect for authors further
researches will be a formation of an integrated indicator
for assessing a company strategic adaptation, consider-
ing unpredictable positive changes arising from a syn-
ergistic relationship between external and internal pos-
itive influences.

Abstract

The studied approach allows us to sys-
tematize predicates with a narrow functional relevance, namely bestial verbs, into lexical-semantic word para-

digms.

Die Aufmerksamkeit ausldndischer und inldndi-
scher Linguisten wurde immer auf das Problem des
Studierens des Wortschatzes im Allgemeinen und der
lexikalischen Semantik im Besonderen gelenkt. Das
Wort fungiert als strukturelle und semantische Haupt-
einheit der Sprache, die dazu dient, Objekte, ihre Ei-
genschaften und Phdnomene zu benennen. Alle For-
scher erkannten ausnahmslos das Vorhandensein der
semantischen Komponente des Wortes, namlich des se-
mantischen Inhalts.

Linguisten achten besonders auf das Studium des
Hauptteils der Sprache, ndmlich des Verbs. Der Zweck
dieses Artikels ist es, die semantischen Merkmale von
Verblexemen als eine spezielle Klasse von Wortern zu
untersuchen und zu beschreiben, die die Attribute von
Objekten und ihre Beziehungen charakterisieren. Der
von der Autorin wihrend der Studie verwendete funk-
tionell-kognitive Ansatz ermdglichte es, eine der Pradi-
katgruppen enger funktionaler Korrelation, ndmlich
bestialische Verben, herauszusuchen. Die obige
Gruppe von Pridikaten auf semantischer Basis zu be-
schreiben, ist eines der Ziele dieses Artikels. Gleichzei-
tig stellt sich der Autor als Aufgabe, den funktional-
kognitiven Ansatz im Allgemeinen und seine Kompo-
nenten im Besonderen zu beschreiben.

Offensichtlich werden die Merkmale der gramma-
tikalischen Struktur der russischen Sprache zuallererst
durch die kategorialen Merkmale der Verbgruppe be-
stimmt. Deshalb nimmt die Beschreibung verbaler le-
xikalischer Einheiten einen bedeutenden Platz in der
Erforschung des lexikalischen Systems der russischen
Sprache ein. Eine detaillierte Klassifizierung von Ver-
ben anhand morphologischer Kategorien ist in der
Grammatik der russischen Sprache enthalten. Es wird
angemerkt, dass die morphologischen Kategorien des
Verbs in unterschiedlichen Beziehungen zu den lexika-
lischen Bedeutungen von Wortern und lexikogramma-

tischen Kategorien stehen. Am engsten mit dem Wort-
schatz verbunden sind die Kategorien des Typs und der
Stimme des Verbs [5, S. 5-6].

In den letzten Jahren wurde in der russischen Phi-
lologie besonderes Augenmerk auf die Untersuchung
der Rolle, des Zwecks und der potenziellen Fahigkeiten
verbaler Lexeme gelegt. Dies bedeutet, dass das Stu-
dium des Verbs im funktionalen Aspekt in der Sprach-
wissenschaft an vorderster Front steht. Ein funktionaler
Ansatz ist im Kern die natiirliche Fortsetzung und Ent-
wicklung einer systemstrukturellen Beschreibung einer
Sprache. Es ermoglicht Thnen, das Sprachmaterial unter
den Bedingungen seiner Funktionsweise im Prozess der
Sprachproduktion zu studieren. Neben der Tatsache,
dass diese Richtung beim Studium von Verbeinheiten
Daten zum Aufbau eines klaren funktionalen Verben-
systems liefert, ermodglicht sie, das notwendige Mate-
rial fiir eine detaillierte Beschreibung der lexikalischen
und semantischen Struktur der Sprache zu sammeln.
Daraus folgt natiirlich die Aufnahme der lexikalisch-
semantischen Beschreibung von Verben in die funktio-
nale Grammatik.

Die moderne Sprachwissenschaft stiitzt sich auf
kognitive Methoden. Die Anwendung des kognitiven
Ansatzes zur Untersuchung sprachlicher Phianomene
trug zum Verstidndnis der Sprache als Informations-
quelle tiber die konzeptuellen (richtigen kognitiven)
Strukturen der menschlichen Intelligenz und des
menschlichen Bewusstseins bei. Dies hilft, das Objekt
der sprachlichen Analyse zu erweitern und die Darstel-
lungsweisen der Komponenten der lexikalischen Be-
deutung zu erweitern, da die Sprache der beste Beweis
fiir die Existenz verschiedener Wissensstrukturen iiber
die Welt in unserem Kopf ist, deren Grundlage nach
Ansicht der Linguisten eine solche Einheit der menta-
len Information als Konzept ist.

Das kognitive Paradigma ermdglicht es, alle
Sprachprozesse mit der kognitiven Aktivitit des Indivi-

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duums, mit der Kategorisierung und Konzeptualisie-
rung der Welt zu verbinden. Auf diese Weise ermdg-
licht es, sprachlichen Fakten und sprachlichen Katego-
rien eine psychologische Erklidrung zu geben und auf
die eine oder andere Weise sprachliche Formen mit ih-
ren mentalen Représentationen und mit der Erfahrung
zu korrelieren, die sie als Wissensstrukturen widerspie-
geln. Das kognitive Paradigma spiegelt auch den Pro-
zess der Wahrnehmung und Ubertragung der Realitiit
wider und liegt der Schaffung eines Weltbildes zu-
grunde, das wiederum das lexikalische System beein-
flusst und dadurch das sprachliche Bild der Welt be-
stimmt. Wir kdnnen sagen, dass Kognitivitit im We-
sentlichen eine Eigenschaft der Sprache in einer
verallgemeinerten Form ist, um die Phinomene und Ei-
genschaften der Welt darzustellen, die von einer Person
untersucht werden.

Die Kognitionswissenschaft befasst sich haupt-
sdchlich mit der Superdeep-Semantik - sie interessiert
sich hauptséchlich fiir die inhaltlichen Aspekte sprach-
licher Formen [4]. Dank des kognitiven Ansatzes zum
Erlernen von Sprachen konnen Wissenschaftler im Sys-
tem die Bedeutung von Konzepten und Ideen iiber die
Welt identifizieren, die ein einzelnes Volk im Verlauf
seiner Arbeit, seiner sozialen und kognitiven Aktivita-
ten entwickelt hat. Der kognitive Ansatz zum Spra-
chenlernen ermoglicht einen neuen Weg, um die Frage
nach der semantischen Komponente der Forschung zu
16sen.

Der kognitive Ansatz kann auf die Analyse ver-
schiedener sprachlicher Phinomene angewendet wer-
den, sowohl grammatikalischer als auch lexikalischer
Natur. Von besonderem Interesse ist die Untersuchung
kognitiver Methoden zur Korrelation einer Verbbedeu-
tung mit einer bestimmten Aktion, eine Form der Kon-
zeptualisierung einer Aktion und Bedingungen fiir die
Aktualisierung der Aktionskonzepte. Die Beschreibung
des Verbs aus kognitiver Sicht als Teil der Sprache, die
eine ganz bestimmte Ebene menschlicher Erfahrung
widerspiegelt, ermdglicht es, seinen mentalen Inhalt im
Vokabular der Person zu etablieren und zu erkliren,
welche Art von Weltanschauung durch das Verb fest-
gelegt ist, auf welche Namen es sich bezieht, welche
Wissensstrukturen dahinter stehen ihm, wie Informati-
onen verbalisiert werden, wenn sie unter den Korper ei-
nes solchen Zeichens wie eines Verbs gebracht werden
[5, S. 52].

Da die Funktionsweise von lexikalischen Einhei-
ten in Akten der verbalen Kommunikation durch eine
Reihe bestimmter Kenntnisse vorgegeben ist, die ihrer
Semantik inhérent sind, wird die Verwendung eines
funktional-kognitiven Ansatzes zur Beschreibung des
Wortschatzes offensichtlich. Dieser Ansatz ist eine
Symbiose der Funktionen von Spracheinheiten und der
Arten von Informationen, die der Trdger bei der
Sprachkommunikation verwendet.

Die funktionell-kognitive Analyse wird sehr aktiv
in den Prozess der Untersuchung sprachlicher Phéno-
mene eingefiihrt. Eine Analyse dieser Art ist eine In-
tegration der seismologischen und onomasiologischen
Ansétze, bringt Semantik und Pragmatik durch das
Prisma der Wahrnehmung und des Denkens niher und
bringt das Studium der sprachlichen Fahigkeiten einer
Person auf ein qualitativ neues Niveau der sprachlichen
Forschung.

Die Anwendung des funktionell-kognitiven An-
satzes auf die Beschreibung des Wortschatzes ist offen-
sichtlich, da das Verhalten von lexikalischen Einheiten
in der Sprachkommunikation durch das Vorhandensein
verschiedener Arten von Wissen und die Art und Weise
ihrer Darstellung in der Sprache vorgegeben ist. Bei
diesem Ansatz gehen die Wissenschaftler nicht vom fiir
die klassische Linguistik charakteristischen Konzept
der Sprachformen aus, sondern von konzeptuellen Ka-
tegorien, die mit sprachlichen Mitteln vermittelt wer-
den. Bei der kognitiven Brechung spiegeln diese
sprachlichen Mittel bestimmte Schichten menschlicher
Erfahrung wider und vermitteln anthropologisches
Wissen tiber die Realitit.

Das Vertrauen in die Kognitivitit in einem funkti-
onalen Ansatz zur Untersuchung lexikalischer Verbein-
heiten hilft dabei, verborgene und explizit ausgedriickte
semantische Komponenten der semantischen Ver-
bstruktur aufzudecken. Die Analyse von Verben mit-
hilfe einer funktional-kognitiven Technik hilft dabei,
vorhandene Methoden zur ldentifizierung der Bedeu-
tung von Verblexemen zu aktualisieren und ihre lexi-
kografischen Interpretationen zu verbessern. Dies be-
deutet, dass es mit dem kognitiven Ansatz mdglich
wird, den Inhalt von Verben auf eine neue Weise zu in-
terpretieren, da dieser Ansatz die Systematisierung al-
ler Arten von Wissen auf der Grundlage der kognitiven
Aktivitdt einer Person ermdglicht [5, S. 11-13].

Verb ist zweifellos der komplexeste und umfang-
reichste Teil der Sprache, sowohl grammatisch als auch
semantisch. Verben haben eine komplexe semantische
Struktur; kann die Aktionen des Subjekts ausdriicken,
die auf das Objekt gerichtet sind, sowie Eigenschaften,
die im Subjekt geschlossen sind. Verben in ihren kog-
nitiven Eigenschaften werden von der Reflexion der
prozeduralen Bedeutung und der Art des Seins von Ob-
jekten geleitet. Dies ermoglicht es uns, ein Verb unter
dem Gesichtspunkt nicht eines Konzepts zu betrachten,
sondern eine Vielzahl von Konzepten zu brechen, die
fiir das menschliche Denken schwierig sind.

Das Prinzip des Anthropozentrismus, das die
Grundlage fiir das Studium des Verbvokabulars bildet,
das die Quelle fiir die Beschreibung des Sprachmateri-
als gemif dem funktionalen Ansatz ist, ermdglicht es
uns, verbale lexikalische Einheiten durch das Prisma
der menschlichen Wahrnehmung darzustellen. Die Or-
ganisation des Verbvokabulars spiegelt somit unsere
Vorstellungen von der Sprache wider: Wenn die Akti-
vitdt und der Zustand einer Person der Aktivitidt und
dem Zustand von Lebewesen, Objekten und Phanome-
nen der objektiven Realitdt entgegengesetzt sind.

Wenn wir also einen funktionell-kognitiven An-
satz fiir das Studium des Verbvokabulars anwenden,
der auf einer Symbiose von kognitivem Inhalt und
funktionalem Zweck von Spracheinheiten basiert, kon-
nen wir eine spezielle Verbgruppe unterscheiden - bes-
tialische Verben. Eine solche Analyse, die nicht auf den
Umfang der formalen Forschung beschréinkt ist, hilft
dabei, tiefe semantische Prozesse zu identifizieren, die
aufgrund der Komplexitit der Sprache verborgene
Muster aufdecken.

Bestialverben sind eine Gruppe von Verbpradika-
ten, denen der taxonomischen Referenzklasse der Na-
men ,,Tiere* (lat. Bestia) ihre dynamischen Attribute
zugeordnet werden [2, S. 175]. Es ist erwdhnenswert,
dass unter dem Begriff "bestialische Verben" nicht alle
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moglichen verbalen Pradikate zu verstehen sind, die in
Aussagen mit den Namen der Subjekte "Tiere" vor-
kommen, sondern nur diejenigen, deren onomasiologi-
sche Struktur die entsprechenden semantischen Kom-
ponenten enthélt.

Eine wichtige Rolle bei der Systematisierung des
Verbvokabulars spielen lexikosemantische Gruppen.
Die strukturelle Struktur von Verbgruppen ist durch
Schritt und Hierarchie gekennzeichnet. Dies bedeutet,
dass Verben zunichst in zwei Kategorien unterteilt
werden - Aktionsverben und Zustandsverben. Auf den
nachfolgenden Teilungsebenen die Kategorien, die mit
der Bezeichnung spezieller Arten von Wissen verbun-
den sind - Sprachverben, Bewegungsverben usw. Jede
der Kategorien hat wiederum erweiterte Untergruppen,
da nur im Fall einer solchen Hierarchie verschiedene
Arten von Informationen so vollstindig wie moglich
iibertragen werden konnen.

Basierend auf dem Vorstehenden teilen wir besti-
alische Pradikate gemaf3 dem semantischen Attribut in
Hauptgruppen ein:

1. Verben, die das Leben der Tiere als Ganzes oder
die Gebiete ihres Lebensraums und ihrer Verbreitung
bezeichnen (leben).

2. Bewegungs- und Zustandsverben, die eine be-
stimmte Bewegungs- und Handlungsweise beschrei-
ben, die fiir Tiere charakteristisch ist:

a) die Bewegungsverben (flattern, traben, spielen
(was bedeutet, iiber Fische aus dem Wasser zu sprin-
gen) usw.);

b) Verben spezifischer Zustdnde von Tieren (ver-
schwitzen (um ein Pferd), Fett ansetzen (Gewicht zuzu-
nehmen, Fettleibigkeit zuzunehmen), auslaufen (um
Haustiere);

c) Verben, die den Tod bezeichnen (krepieren,
verrecken).

3. Verben, die eine Fortpflanzungsmethode be-
zeichnen, die Geburt von Jungen (aus dem Ei kriechen,
fohlen, kalben usw.)

4. Verben, die die spezifischen Handlungen von
Tieren bezeichnen (sich strduben (ungehorsam sein,
den Handlungen des Reiters, des Fahrers widerstehen);
lecken (sich mit einem Lecken waschen); sich beiflen;
jagen lernen usw.)

5. Verben, die Gerdusche von Tieren bezeichnen
(bellen, miauen, muhten, wiehern, zwitschern, sum-
men, krichzen usw.)

6. Verben, die die physiologischen Wirkungen
von Tieren bezeichnen, einschlieBlich Essen (picken,
weiden) [3, S. 23-24].

Die lexikalisch-semantischen Paradigmen von
Wortern sind tatsdchlich sprachliche Einheiten, ein
Produkt der historischen Entwicklung einer bestimm-
ten Sprache. Worter, die ihre eigenen Bedeutungen im
Rahmen einer lexikosemantischen Gruppe ausdriicken,
erweisen sich gleichzeitig als miteinander verbundene
Beziehungen, die ihren eigenen Bedeutungen nicht
gleichgiiltig gegeniiberstehen. Dies ist eine Beziehung
von Synonymie, Antonymie, jeder Art von Verfeine-
rung, Differenzierung und Verallgemeinerung enger o-
der benachbarter Werte usw. [5, S. 45]. Unter allen Ver-
ben der betrachteten Klasse werden Verben unterschie-
den, die dynamische Zeichen widerspiegeln, die fiir die
gesamte Tierwelt oder viele Tierarten (fressen, krepie-
ren, fliegen) sowie flir bestimmte Arten und Individuen

der Tierwelt (gurren, quaken) charakteristisch sind. Es
ist vollig natiirlich, dass die Kompatibilitit von Verben
des ersten Typs viel breiter ist als die des zweiten.

Von den Besonderheiten der Existenz semanti-
scher Beziehungen innerhalb der Objektklasse der Bes-
tialverben ist die Frage nach der breiten Darstellung
von Hyponymiebeziehungen (fliegen - flattern, gleiten)
interessant, inshesondere angesichts der Tatsache, dass
bei einer gut entwickelten Nominierung von Hypony-
men héufig ein Ein-Wort-Name fiir ein Hyperonym
fehlt (auflecken (Hunde, Katzen, Fiichse), picken (V6-
gel), fressen (groBe Tiere, Raubtiere) [1, S. 23].

Trotz der Tatsache, dass Verben mit groferer
Wahrscheinlichkeit als andere Teile der Sprache syste-
mische Verbindungen herstellen, insbesondere von sy-
nonymen und antonymischen Typen, erschwert die
Spezifitit der lexikalischen Bedeutungen der unter-
suchten Klasse von Verben die Bildung von synonymi-
schen und antonymischen Verbindungen. Insbesondere
gibt es im Kreis der bestialischen Verben keine Anto-
nyme. Synonymische Beziehungen in der ausgewéhl-
ten Klasse von Verben sind schlecht vertreten. Insbe-
sondere in der Gruppe der Verben, die die Vermeh-
rungsmethode, die Geburt von Jungen bezeichnen,
fehlen auch vollig Verbindungen [3, S. 24-25].

Das Studium der Sprache im Rahmen des funktio-
nell-kognitiven Ansatzes beinhaltet somit die Verbin-
dung der Sprache mit der Sprachpraxis einer Person,
ermoglicht es Thnen, das Wissen hinter den lexikali-
schen Einheiten zu identifizieren. Mit einem funktio-
nell-kognitiven Ansatz zum Studium des Verbvokabu-
lars kann man eine spezielle Verbgruppe - Bestialver-
ben - unterscheiden, die semantischen Komponenten
der Gruppe der unterscheidenden Prédikate untersu-
chen und sie ausfiihrlich beschreiben, da die Anwen-
dung dieses Ansatzes mehrdimensional ist und umfang-
reiches Material abdeckt, das wiahrend der Entwicklung
der Sprachwissenschaft angesammelt wurde.
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China's “One belt, One road” strategy (Belt and
Road Initiative — BRI) today creates prerequisites for a
significant increase in the geo-economic and geopoliti-
cal significance of the Central and Eastern European re-
gion (CEE), both for China and the European Union.

Cooperation with the countries of Central and
Eastern Europe, which are located along the transport
routes of BRI, has become one of the most priority ar-
eas of China's foreign policy in Europe in recent years.
The CEE countries, faced with a difficult relationship
with Brussels, with a financial deficit, technological
backwardness of infrastructure and a decrease in export
volumes in the 2000s, took cooperation with China as
a chance for their economic development. China, in
turn, only since the mid-2000s began to actively de-
velop bilateral trade and economic ties with the coun-
tries of CEE, in-depth cooperation with which was not
on the agenda of the European direction of Beijing's
foreign policy for a long time. Prior to this, the PRC
preferred to cooperate with more developed EU coun-
tries (for example, Germany, France, UK), needing
their developments in the field of high technologies [1,
p.127]. However, due to changes in China's foreign
economic strategy in Europe and the need to implement
the BRI, the priorities of Chinese foreign policy in this
area have undergone changes.

In relations with the CEE countries, China has
formed a model of a sub — regional format of coopera-
tion, which is practiced by China in relations with the
countries of Africa and Latin America (China — Africa
cooperation Forum, China— CELAC?) [4, p. 827]. This
initiative is an annual forum attended by China and six-
teen European States (including 11 EU members). The
first 16+1 forum was held in Beijing in 2012 and has
been held on a regular basis since then. The agenda of
the 16+1forums is very extensive: increasing trade
turnover between China and CEE countries; creation of
a special credit line through which China allocates pref-
erential loans for the development of infrastructure of

the participating countries; implementation of major lo-
gistics projects; development of nuclear, thermal and
hydroelectric power, etc. [28, p. 93].

The CEE countries see a number of benefits in co-
operation with China in the framework of the BRI,
which leads to increased competition between them in
the fight for investment with each of the forum's partic-
ipating states, signing international documents with
them. This strategy of the Chinese side was perceived
with caution in Brussels. The EU is afraid of this situa-
tion for two reasons. First, Beijing can use its influence
in Central and Eastern Europe, as well as in Greece, to
prevent the EU from developing a unified policy to-
wards it [25]. Such actions by the Chinese side may
lead to disagreements in the EU, which is already expe-
riencing great difficulties in developing a common for-
eign policy, and also give China an additional “winning
card” in contentious issues of Sino — European relations
[10]. Secondly, a number of Eastern European coun-
tries can use their “special” relations with China to
strengthen their positions in disputes with Brussels,
which is especially true for the Visegrad group coun-
tries. Third, the EU leadership fears that China may
gain access to European “key technologies” through di-
rect investment in CEE companies. Finally, all EU
member states in Central and Eastern Europe are mem-
bers of NATO. Their active rapprochement with the
PRC may affect the security interests of the Alliance.

On the background of increased activity of Chi-
nese investors in the CEE countries, which prefer to
build their own relations with China, the European Un-
ion faces the task of adjusting the pan-European ap-
proach to cooperation with Beijing. On the one hand,
the European Union is interested in Chinese investment
within the framework of the BRI. For this purpose, the
EU — China Connectivity Platform has been developed,
as well as the synergy program of the Juncker Plan and
BRI.

Thus, it should be noted that the relations between
the European Union and China have developed new
points of contact over the past year, including on

international issues (dissatisfaction with the protection-
ist actions of the US President D. Trump, under which
the US withdrew from the Paris climate agreement,
from the Joint comprehensive plan of action on the Ira-
nian nuclear program, imposed additional trade duties
on the EU and China, etc.). On the other hand, Brussels
is concerned about the fact that China prefers to de-
velop bilateral relations with CEE countries, which of-
ten do not coordinate their actions with Brussels. More-
over, in May 2018, 27 of the 28 EU ambassadors to
China prepared a report in which they agreed that the
BRI represents “a threat to international standards of
transparency and openness”, as well as “contradicts the
EU's trade liberalization agenda and changes the bal-
ance of power in favor of Chinese — subsidized compa-
nies”[14].

All this indicates that the EU's position on partici-
pating in the BRI is still in the process of transformation
and has not been finalized.

Despite this, the broad participation of CEE coun-
tries in the Chinese initiative plays a more positive role
in the development of the Commonwealth than a nega-
tive one.

Since the last meeting of the leaders of China and
the countries of Eastern and Central Europe, as well as
after the 11 business forum, which was held in the Polish
capital of Warsaw in 2012, cooperation between China
and European countries has embarked on a rapid and
comprehensive development. Chinese Prime Minister
Wen Jiabao and 16 leaders of Eastern and Central Eu-
ropean countries held a meeting during which they held
talks on mutual cooperation between China and the EU.
For example, China has proposed 12 initiatives to pro-
mote business cooperation with Central and Eastern
European countries. The following initiatives were
worth mentioning: the Chinese government has decided
to open a special credit line in the amount of 10 billion
US dollars, along with a certain share of concessional
loans, which would be used to support bilateral cooper-
ation projects in such areas as infrastructure develop-
ment, high technology and the “green” economy; the
initiative to form a joint Chinese and Central — Eastern
European investment Fund; assistance and support to
Chinese enterprises aimed at joint cooperation with the
countries of Central and Eastern Europe, and the open-
ing of joint economic and technological parks in Eu-
rope within the next 5 years; offering 5,000 study schol-
arships for Central and Eastern Europe, as well as in-
viting 1,000 students from Europe to study Chinese and
sending 1,000 Chinese students to Central and Eastern
Europe to study over the next 5 years.

European leaders highly appreciated the 12 initia-
tives and measures proposed by China and expressed
their unanimous agreement. Both sides expressed their
readiness to continue working to deepen business co-
operation in trade, investment, finance and other areas,
as well as in the field of cultural exchange and commu-
nication between the peoples of Europe and China, to
improve communication and coordination in solving
important international and regional issues in order to
jointly cope with existing problems.

At the Summit held in Suzhou in November 2015
made it clear that China with BRI initiative has no in-
tentions to ruin European integration [23]. Thus, the
“Suzhou guidelines™ highlighted the further strengthen-
ing of the relationship between the 16+1 Cooperation
and the EU, identifying the China — EU Connectivity
Platform besides the forms of cooperation mentioned
previously. In order to strengthen the commercial rela-
tions, the parties agreed to develop the railway connec-
tion between the two regions — to the model of the
goods transport that already operated between Lodz
and Chengdu cities. The customs clearing cooperation
mechanism started working among Greece, Macedo-
nia, Serbia and Hungary, in order to transport the goods
from the port of Piraeus to the EU as smoothly as pos-
sible (China — Europe Land — Sea Express Line). The
parties supported the plan for the cooperation of the
Adriatic-, the Balti — and the Black — sea harbours and
related industrial parks as well as their connection with
economic corridors (Adriatic — Baltic — Black Sea Sea-
port Cooperation). The common platform called “Me-
dium-term Agenda” was adopted in order to finally
consolidate the fields of cooperation: economy; con-
nection and infrastructure; industry and the processing
industry; finance; agriculture and sylviculture; science,
research and environmental protection; culture, educa-
tion, youth exchange, sports and tourism; healthcare
and finally local cooperation. [22].

The Bucharest summit also confirmed that a better
relationship between China and the CEE countries not
only meets the fundamental interests of the peoples of
the two regions, but is also useful for the integration
process in Europe, since cooperation with China will
help to promote its economy and, thus, contribute to the
accession of some countries to the EU.

Thus, it is worth noting that China and the CEE
countries are similar in many respects in economic
terms and their economies are characterized by comple-
mentarity, which creates favorable conditions for mu-
tually beneficial cooperation.

Like China, most CEE countries are undergoing
transformations towards a market economy, so there is
a strong need for economic reconstruction and infra-
structure renewal. However, unlike China, their econo-
mies are characterized by a lack of development expe-
rience, and they also need more investment to promote
economic growth, which is the main driving force for
them in the EU accession process, which will help them
develop through the stability mechanism. However, the
ongoing economic crisis has kept the EU's “engines” —
Germany and France — from actively moving forward,
S0 now these two countries are also experiencing a slow
and fragile recovery of the national economy, which
forces the economically more vulnerable CEE coun-
tries to switch to “plan B” — to seek help outside the
European continent.

In this context, cooperation between China and the
CEE countries is becoming more active. The PRC, hav-
ing an advantage in the field of engineering and infra-
structure development, is able to meet the demand in
CEE countries for services in these areas and provide
them with capital and appropriate technologies.
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Also, that China’s engagement with the EU on the
BRI has been primarily through bilateral discussions
with individual EU Member States rather than through
EU institutions. In particular, since 2014, EU Member
States, and a number of other non — EU countries
(mainly in Central and Eastern Europe), have signed
Memoranda of Understanding (MoUs) with China
within the framework of the BRI. In addition, a specific
framework for cooperation between China and Central
and Eastern European countries (the 16+1 Format) has
been implemented as a means to enhance the develop-
ment of the BRI in these regions of Europe (Albania
Energy Association [2].

A coordinated and pan-European approach is only
slowly emerging. Key areas of EU — China cooperation
concern are:

- reciprocity and the creation of a level — play-
ing field in trade and investment;

- equal market access;

- promotion of jointly — agreed international
standards; and

- coordination of infrastructure investments
and transport services.

Thus, the EU — China “Connectivity Platform” is
intended to be a forum to coordinate the infrastructure
policies of the EU and China. Based on the findings of
this research, the “Connectivity Platform” should be
strengthened in a number ways, as discussed below.

In conclusion it should be mentioned, that repre-
sentatives of the European Commission and the Euro-
pean Investment Bank, starting from 2016 decided to
attend the most recent summit 16+1 as observers.

But even after this experts noticed, that notwith-
standing its broader purpose, the 16+1 Format has been
a means of furthering the development of the BRI since
2013.

More specifically, those attending the 2015 sum-
mit in Suzhou (China) [17], declared their intention to:

- work to reinforce a safe and efficient net-
work of connectivity between China and Europe, on
land, at sea and in the air, and jointly build the New
Eurasian Land Bridge Economic Corridor;

- build the China-Europe Land — Sea Express
Line (The China — Europe Land — Sea Express Line is
a fast intermodal transport route connecting the Chi-
nese port of Ningbo and the Greek port of Piraeus (by
sea), and the latter with Hungarian capital city of Buda-
pest (by rail));

- establish an association for building cooper-
ation in transport and infrastructure; and

- strengthen cooperation in manufacturing of
equipment, including rail transport, ship and ocean en-
gineering equipment, aviation equipment and automo-
biles.

The 2016 summit in Riga (Latvia) provided fur-
ther confirmation of an increasing focus on BRI — re-

2 The Executive Agency for the Trans — European transport
network (IA TEN — T) was established in 2006 to implement
and administer the TEN — T program.

lated projects and initiatives. At the closure of the sum-
mit,participants declared that they would make con-
certed efforts to develop synergies between the BRI and
relevant EU initiatives such as the Trans — European
Transport Network (TEN — T2), more generally support
the development of transport routes between Europe
and Asia, and establish multimodal logistics centres
throughout the area of the New Eurasian Land Bridge.
They also committed to improving the international
supply chain and border crossing rules on key transport
corridors and the connection from the Port of Bar
(Montenegro) to the railway network in Central and
Eastern Europe.

Analysing the logistics along TEN — T, the routes
and nodes used by flows resulting from the BRI should
be described.

Thus rail services between China and the EU cur-
rently operate mainly on the route through Russia, Bel-
arus (where they transfer from the Russian, broad gauge
(1,520mm) to the standard UIC gauge (1,435mm) at
Brest) and Poland, using the North Sea — Baltic TEN —
T Core Network Corridor (CNC) at least as far west as
Warsaw. In the course of this research, various rail
routes from the Far East to the EU were assessed to de-
termine the most likely ones for carrying rail freight in
the future. To that end, the attractiveness of the time of
the shipment was considered. Based on the above as-
sumption, it was found that, with shipping times to the
North Sea up to one week longer than to the Mediterra-
nean Sea, rail would be most attractive for transport to
Europe north of the Alps, including to EU Member
States bordering the North Sea and Baltic Sea.

Containers carried by rail, therefore, would pri-
marily be those previously shipped to North Sea ports,
and would travel along the route from Moscow (Russia)
through Brest (Belarus) and Warsaw (Poland) to Berlin
(Germany). Containers carried by sea would first pass
or call at ports in Southeast Europe, such as Athens/Pi-
raeus in Greece, where they could in principle be trans-
ferred to rail for travel further north. However, most
freight of sufficiently high value to justify the addi-
tional costs of rail across the Balkans would already
have switched to overland rail travel across Asia. It
would therefore be more cost-effective for the remain-
ing containers at Athens/Piraeus to continue by sea to
ports in the north Adriatic Sea, such as Venice and Tri-
este in Italy, Koper in Slovenia and Rijeka in Croatia.

Assuming that sufficient end — to — end capacity is
available between China and the EU, the focus of future
rail freight flows, including those attributed to the BRI,
is likely to be the North Sea — Baltic TEN — T CNC
from Brest to Warsaw.

Some freight trains through or around Warsaw
(Poland) currently continue to Berlin and Duisburg in
Germany, but, by 2040, services may diverge to a range
of destinations:

European Union. TEN — T includes the General and basic net-
works. The basic network is the basis of the EU transport sys-
tem, and it is planned to be ready for operation by 2030.
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- south via Katowice in Poland to Hungary
and Austria, Slovakia and the Czech Republic, and on-
wards to southern Germany, Switzerland and France;

- southwest via £.6dz and Wroctaw in Poland
to Germany;

- west, as at present, via Poznan (Poland) to
Germany, and onwards to the Netherlands, Belgium,
the United Kingdom and Ireland, and via Hamburg to
Denmark and Sweden; and

- northeast along Rail Baltica to Lithuania,
Latvia, Estonian and Finland.

The routes to the west and to the northeast form
part of the North Sea — Baltic Core Network Corridor
of the TEN — T, which extends from Warsaw west to
Berlin, Amsterdam and Rotterdam and north to Tallinn
and Helsinki. The North Sea — Baltic Core Network
Corridor Study includes estimates of rail freight ton-
nage crossing the border between Belarus and Poland
in 2025. While it is difficult to compare estimates of
tonnages and TEUs, the estimates in the Corridor Study
appear to be small compared with the potential volume
of BRI - related traffic by 2040.

Underlining the importance of CEE — China coop-
eration within OBOR, it also should be mentioned
about implemented infrastructural project in the region.

Wide range of BRI projects, covering road, rail
and port investment in a large number of countries. Of
the projects identified, the majority are already under-
way or completed, with relatively few not yet started.
However, given the difficulties in obtaining infor-
mation reported above, this may reflect a lack of dis-
closure of planned projects rather than the progress of
the Initiative. In summary, the following should be
noted:

- 11 major investment projects in EU Member
States received financial support from China. This sup-
port appears to be primarily in the form of equity fi-
nance for, or acquisition of shares in, ports, railway or-
ganisations and airports. The importance of equity in-
vestment reflects the relatively low number of
greenfield infrastructure for EU projects tends to be
provided by EU — based financial institutions. The total
Chinese investment in EU Member States is estimated
to be around €4.8 billion (The figure includes the ac-
quisition of the Irish aircraft leasing company Avolon
for €2.5 billion. It excludes budget for cross — border
projects between EU Member States and non — EU
countries, which accounted for a total of €2.7 billion .).

- A concentration of 15 investment projects
occurs at the borders of the EU, in a number of Balkan
and Central and Eastern European countries. Most are
road or rail projects, with an aggregate capital cost of
approximately €7.7 billion (Projects are in: Albania,
Belarus, Bosnia and Herzegovina, FYROM, Montene-
gro, Serbia and Turkey. The €7.7 billion includes the
€2.7 billion mentioned in the previous footnote for
cross-border projects involving both EU Member
States and non — EU countries.).

- A number of port investment projects are lo-
cated along the entire maritime trade route connecting
Asia and Europe, including in Malaysia, Sri Lanka, Pa-
kistan, Oman, Israel, Turkey, Greece, Italy, France and

Spain. The total port investment is estimated to be
around €6.2 billion.

In view of their importance for connections with
the EU transport network, the study sought to identify
the level of Chinese investment in projects on the bor-
ders of the EU, in particular projects in Central and
Eastern European countries participating in the 16+1
Format.

Three major projects, a motorway project in Bos-
nia Herzegovina, motorway connections across Roma-
nia, Serbia and Montenegro, and the Budapest — Bel-
grade high — speed railway link, account for 65% of the
total.

The Budapest — Belgrade high-speed railway
serves to demonstrate some of the issues arising from
Chinese investment within the EU and/or crossing the
EU’s borders. The European Commission investigated
the project to determine whether it complied with EU
legislation on tendering [11] indicate that the Hungar-
ian Prime Minister, Viktor Orban, announced a new
tender for the upgrade of the Hungarian stretch of the
Budapest — Belgrade rail line during the summit be-
tween China and Central and Eastern European coun-
tries held in Budapest on 27 November 2017. The con-
tracting entity is Chinese — Hungarian Railway Non-
profit Ltd., owned by China Railway International
Corporation and China Railway International Group
(85%), and by Hungarian Railways (15%).

In addition, Serbia and the Export — Import Bank
of China (China Exim Bank) signed a loan agreement
for the financing of a double section of track between
Belgrade and Stara Pazova in May 2017 (Railway Pro,
2017), and work on this section of the line was begun
at an official opening ceremony held in Belgrade on 28
November 2017 [27]. The upgrade work is carried out
by China Communications Construction Company
(CCCC) and China Railways International.

Notwithstanding that the project now appears to be
proceeding, it demonstrates the potential for Chinese
investments to conflict with broader EU objectives con-
cerning public procurement and competition.

Thus, it can be seen that today cooperation be-
tween China and the institutions of the EU must be seen
in the context of broader EU policy towards China set
out in the “Elements for a new EU Strategy on China”
[8] and the “Council Conclusions on EU Strategy on
China” [3]. According to the strategy defined by these
two documents, relations between the EU and China
must be underpinned by principles of reciprocity, a
level — playing field, and fair competition across all ar-
eas of cooperation. In addition, a key objective of the
strategy is to improve infrastructure in CEE, trading,
digital, and people — to — people connectivity to deliver
benefits for all EU Member States as well as for China.

Should be noted, that the EU’s broader aims in
building a relationship with China have underpinned its
approach to the BRI. In May 2017, at the Belt and Road
Forum held in Beijing, Jyrki Katainen, Vice President
of the European Commission, set out the EU's vision
for improving connectivity between Europe and Asia.
He stressed the urgent need for an investment agree-
ment between the EU and China ensuring reciprocity in
market access conditions for investors, and highlighted
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that schemes to improve connectivity should adhere to
a number of principles including rules on market access
and compliance with international standards. He also
noted the importance of ensuring that such schemes
complemented existing networks and policies [7].

Also the EU and China have already signed an
MoU to set up a “Connectivity Platform”, providing a
forum for coordinating EU and Chinese infrastructure
investment relating to TEN — T and the BRI. A key ob-
jective of the “Connectivity Platform” is to ensure that
investment takes place within a framework of fair and
undistorted competition based on regulatory conver-
gence, while promoting cooperation in areas such as
technology, engineering, construction and the develop-
ment of standards. However, as the MoU was only
signed in September 2015, progress on these issues is
still at an early stage [12].

An important initial area of work for the “Connec-
tivity Platform” is the financing of investment on prior-
ity transport corridors. An Expert Group on Investment
and Financing has been established to review a list of
potential TEN — T-related projects proposed by partic-
ipating countries with a view to exploring sources of
finance.

The table shows that few of the projects under re-
view overlap with investment being undertaken by
China. More generally, as the projects were identified
on a voluntary basis by countries participating in the
Expert Group, it is not clear that they provide a basis
for assessing key priorities reflecting the need to coor-
dinate project activity along corridors connecting to
TEN — T. Hence, there is a risk that work on financing
of potential projects is premature, pending a fuller anal-
ysis of current and future links between TEN — T and
the BRI. Given the difficulties of defining the geo-
graphical and project scope of the BRI noted that this is
likely to be challenging but would be an important first
step in ensuring effective coordination of policy and in-
vestment strategy.

Notwithstanding the intention of the “Connectiv-
ity Platform” to align principles and priorities under-
pinning relevant policy initiatives, Chinese investment
under the “16+1 Format” continues to raise questions
about the compliance of BRI — related projects with the
relevant framework of EU legislation and standards [9].
As discussed further the interviews with stakeholders
have highlighted concerns about the willingness and
ability of Chinese investors and contractors to comply
with EU market principles and standards.

Presented and advertised as compatible and com-
plementary to any regional project, the BRI is now be-
coming a very effective mechanism for creating “satel-
lite projects, such as the 16 + 1 platform. It should be
mentioned that the 16 + 1 format was perceived by the
Chinese side as a regional project that corresponds to
the goals of the BRI, aimed at broader economic coop-
eration that goes beyond infrastructure. Thus, in addi-
tion to the economic relationship between China and
CEE, which was considered the main direction of co-
operation, the 16 + 1 platform in its structure and design
embodied strong political and diplomatic potential ties.

To a certain extent, EU countries are concerned
about these political consequences and the deepening

of diplomatic relations between China and the CEE
States. When chosen countries were invited to join the
16 + 1 platform, China offered its vision of the Euro-
pean continent, which contrasted with the point of view
of the official EU. Thus, when choosing its strategic
partners in CEE, China did not take into account either
the borders of the EU or the borders of the Euro Zone.

China has always stressed that targeting the 16
Central and Eastern European countries in support of
the EU was a vital factor that Beijing was developing
for its projects in the region. However, Brussels re-
mains concerned about China's presence in the region.
Pointing out that there is a certain lack of transparency
in trade with CEE, Brussels is wary of the interests that
China claims in the region, but also the evolution of the
political position of these States in the EU — China dia-
logue. The emergence of the 16 + 1 format worries the
EU authorities, especially as the format continues to
consolidate in the context of tense Sino — European re-
lations (for example, questions about the state of the
market economy, human rights in China, Tibet, Tai-
wan, the inability to lift the arms embargo, the growing
trade deficit in Europe, intellectual property rights, the
South China sea, etc.).

The cooperation between China and the CEE
countries is also the subject of constant heated discus-
sions in the European press and analytical circles. There
are critical interpretations of Chinese actions as divide
et impera aimed at destroying the unity of the Euro-
pean Union. Eleven countries that are members of the
EU and simultaneously participants in the 16+1 format
constantly face criticism from EU partners and institu-
tions. The most frequently cited argument is the impact
of economic cooperation with China, which is one of
the main goals of the 16+1, on the policies of these
countries. According to this statement, attracting Chi-
nese capital increases dependence on Beijing and leads
to support for its diplomatic initiatives, as well as vot-
ing for its ideas in international organizations, includ-
ing in EU forums (in 2016, the common position of the
EU Council on the South China sea was blocked by
Hungary and Greece, as well as Croatia and Slovenia.)

Other concerns are that China would be able to
gain control over strategically important infrastructure
such as airports and telecommunications systems that
could then be used for cyber espionage or by organized
crime, and that BRI projects risk weakening environ-
mental, social, or governance standards and are in fact
aimed at diverting global trade flows in a more Sino-
centric direction [6].

In practice, in recent years, the European Union
has tried to limit China's presence on its territory and
counter its influence. Thus, in 2017, the EU launched
an investigation in connection with the construction of
a high-speed railway between Belgrade and Budapest.
Officials concluded that the plan, which would stretch
BRI into the heart of Europe, violates EU rules on pub-
lic tenders for major transport projects. As Euronews
noted, experts warned that another Chinese project —
the construction of a high — speed highway in Monte-
negro — could increase its debt to a volume that could
lead to serious consequences for such a small country.
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In the fall of 2018, the EU unveiled a plan to com-
pete with the BRI and limit China's influence. This
strategy for connecting Europe and Asia should im-
prove the way the two regions interact, while paying a
lot of attention to environmental and social norms, tak-
ing care that the participating countries do not get
caught up in debts that they will not be able to pay.

Soon, the Munich security conference 2019 struck
a balance in what one of the meeting's reports described
as China's “debt trap diplomacy” (Montenegro owes
China the equivalent of 80 percent of its GDP. China
accounts for 20 % of Macedonia's external debt, while
Bosnia and Herzegovina accounts for 14 % and Serbia
for 12 %).

At the same time, it should be noted that according
to a number of European analysts, China's economic
expansion may indeed be a political risk both at the EU
level and in individual member States. However, the
current European debate about China's economic pres-
ence in Central and Eastern Europe contains a number
of inaccuracies that make it difficult to assess the scale
of the phenomenon and its political consequences. One
of the main problems is the lack of accurate information
about the nature of China's participation in financing
infrastructure projects in Central and Eastern Europe.

Nevertheless, in accordance with European ex-
perts, if at the economic level, the 16+1 initiative might
appear as a win-win cooperation, the reality is more
complicated. In fact, a constant feature of any relation
involving China is the suspicion felt by its partners of
hidden strategic interests that the Chinese Communist
Party (CCP) might pursue.

At the European Union level, two main concerns
emerge:

- The 16+1 initiative as a pro-China lobby
within the EU: is China’s “divide and rule” strategy
aiming at weakening the EU as a unified power? The
European institutions, supported by some prominent
EU actors such as Germany, have been involved in de-
bates where China is accused of attempting to divide
the EU to facilitate the development of a pro-China
lobby within the European framework. The China —
CEE cooperation might thus result in weakening the ap-
peal of EU institutions by creating a group of states car-
rying a different attitude to China from the one offi-
cially represented in Brussels.

- Will the 16+1 platform represent an alterna-
tive to the official China — EU relations?

China’s interests represent a threat also in terms of
political and diplomatic relations with the European
Union. In fact, a popular perspective on the issue pre-
sents the CCP as more interested in fostering bilateral
relations with the European countries to maximise
China’s outcomes, even at the cost of weakening China
— EU official relations [21].

8 The “three seas initiative” , also known as the “Balto — Adri-
ato — Black sea initiative” (BACI) or “Trimorie” , is an Asso-
ciation of twelve European Union States located in Central
and Eastern Europe. The territory of the participating coun-
tries has access to the Adriatic, Baltic and Black seas. The

In addition to the EU, other regional powers can
play a role in the 16 + 1 geopolitical landscape. For ex-
ample, Germany takes a firm position on China's pres-
ence in Eastern Europe. Pointing to the threats that a
Chinese presence in Eastern Europe will pose to the
unity and cohesion of the EU, Berlin remains sensitive
to any factor that could change the status quo of the re-
gion or affect Germany's strong economic ties with the
CEE States. With the exception of Germany, the other
founding members of the EU remain silent on the “16
+ 1 issue”, prompting Chinese researchers to question
the relevance of concerns expressed by Brussels or Ber-
lin (“If 16 + 1 really threatens the stability and unity of
the EU, why do we only see and hear the German posi-
tion? Why should other founding countries, such as
France or Italy, remain silent in the face of so-called
potential danger? ’[16]).

Outside of European borders, major powers such
as the United States or Russia also remain silent about
the Chinese presence in CEE. Moscow does not show
any concern, since Ukraine, Belarus or Moldova are not
fully included in this initiative. The United States main-
tains its historical military presence in the region
through NATO and does not express any official posi-
tion on the “16 + 1 issue”. However, some of the strat-
egies of these silent powers are in China's interests in
the CEE region. For example, the “Three seas” strat-
egy® aimed at developing a regional energy security
solidarity network independent of the EU to improve
cooperation with Russia [19]. Although the Three seas
project was launched by Poland in 20186, it only became
well known after D. Trump came to power and partici-
pated in the 2nd forum on this strategy in July 2017. A
few months later, at the 5th China — CEE summit in
November 2017, Beijing proposed to deepen Maritime
cooperation and identified the “Three seas” strategy as
a priority for the 16 + 1 format. In this context, China's
argument about the 16 + 1 platform's contribution to
EU integration is weakening, fueling EU fears [24].

To sum up, it should be mentioned that in connec-
tion with the analysis of the risks that China — CEE co-
operation can bring to the EU, when evaluating the
structure of the 16 + 1 platform, it is worth following
the dialogue between the past and future orientations of
the region. First, the format gives out the borders of the
former Eastern bloc, since it “includes” the countries of
the former Yugoslavia and “practically excludes” the
countries of the former USSR, such as Moldova,
Ukraine or Belarus. Secondly, the format does not cor-
respond to the borders of the EU. However, it should be
noted that CEE States that are not full members of the
EU, according to the EU statutes, are either official can-
didate countries (Serbia, Montenegro, Albania and
Macedonia) or potential candidate countries (Bosnia
and Herzegovina). In addition, the format also does not
correspond to the borders of the Euro zone, only the

purpose of the organization is to establish a regional dialogue
on various issues affecting member states. The first summit
of the participating countries was held in 2016 in Dubrovnik
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Baltic countries (Estonia, Latvia and Lithuania), Slo-
vakia and Slovenia are part of the monetary Union. As
a result, only two co-existing characteristics unite the
sixteen CEE countries: (i) a common Communist past
and (ii) a current orientation towards the EU.

Analysts also note the geopolitical nature of the
Chinese initiative. According to analysts of Euractive
[5], with its large-scale participation in reconstruction
in the Balkans and in Central Europe as a whole, China
is laying the groundwork for a new battle for influence
on the Eastern edge of the European Union. The West,
they believe, has been building fears about Russia for
too long and has not noticed the appearance of a new
actor on its territory.

Nevertheless, a well-known Hungarian expert on
China, Tamas Matura, in his analysis [20], dispels the
fears of Brussels regarding suspicions of China's
strengthening in the region. In particular, noting that the
dependence of the leading EU economies — Germany,
UK and France — is several times higher than in the
Central European region. Therefore, “Brussels and the
main Western member States should stop accusing the
CEE countries of closer economic ties with China,
since these arguments can be perceived as notorious
double standards”.

Thus, analyzing the geopolitical significance of
CEE from the growing Chinese presence in Central and
Eastern Europe, it is worth noting positive trends for
the region. First, in the context of China's growing pres-
ence in Eastern Europe, the CEE countries have the op-
portunity to assert themselves as a Communicator for
China — EU negotiations. There is no doubt that Beijing
expects CEE to support China in negotiations with the
EU. Whether it is on sensitive topics (such as the South
China sea, human rights, arms embargoes, Tibet, Tai-
wan) or on more pragmatic issues (such as market sta-
tus, investment agreement negotiations). China's sup-
port for Eastern Europe can benefit not only China, but
also the CEE countries (the case of Romania is an ex-
ample : having in a convenient geopolitical position,
Romania was under pressure from both sides: Beijing
and Brussels during its presidency of the EU Council,
in January — June 2019. In this context, this presidency
could provide a unique opportunity for Romania to be-
come a tool of negotiating with China in the EU, espe-
cially for unblocking negotiations on an investment
agreement between the EU and China) [26].

Second, China's presence strengthens the regional
integration of Central and Eastern Europe, which can
benefit both the CEE region and the EU. Despite the
criticism, the Chinese presence in Central and Eastern
Europe has successfully contributed to a certain centrif-
ugal dynamics in CEE. Under this format, CEE States
meet regularly in the framework of annual summits and
many other diverse meetings organized at various inter-
vals throughout the year. As a result, CEE leaders meet
much more often than if they were not part of this col-
laboration with China. In addition to differences or
even competition inthe 16 + 1 format, the Chinese pres-
ence makes sixteen countries think more deeply about
their EU membership and reconsider their geopolitical
position in international arena. As an example of this is

a recent study initiated and sponsored by China to iden-
tify various energy opportunities in the region.

Finally, the Chinese initiative can be used as a
unique opportunity to improve the economic backward-
ness of the CEE region. China offers an alternative
model of economic development for countries in Asia,
Africa, South America, and Central and Eastern Eu-
rope. Economic and infrastructural development may
be the most important opportunity that can be used in
both CEE and the EU.

Analyzing the cooperation between China and
CEE countries in the framework of the BRI, it can be
noted that for China, the countries of Central and East-
ern Europe are important members of the large Euro-
pean family and China, by investing and supporting
their economy, fully supports European integration and
is glad to see Europe moving towards greater cohesion
and prosperity. Thus, experts note [18] that comprehen-
sive cooperation between the PRC and the countries of
Central and Eastern Europe will not only benefit the
partner states, but also give a new impetus to the
healthy, balanced and long — term development of rela-
tions between the PRC and the United Europe.

Thus, it can be noted that in bilateral relations,
there is no European country where the Chinese initia-
tive has not caused controversy in political circles over
China's motives, as well as potential opportunities for
EU member States and businesses. However, a wait —
and — see attitude prevails among most European gov-
ernments. The BRI is just one of many aspects of Chi-
na's bilateral relations with EU countries [15, p. 444].
In the diplomatic sphere, the BRI appears to have
helped balance China's previous focus on major EU
member states: China's leaders now pay much more at-
tention to countries in the Center and Southeast of Eu-
rope [13, p.133]. While this is mostly welcomed by
these countries and can bring certain benefits, there are
signs that China's growing importance has increased its
ability to influence European states' choices and has
complicated EU diplomacy, threatening to undermine
the EU's strength in setting standards in new EU mem-
ber states and neighboring countries. After the state-
ment of the Permanent court of arbitration in the Hague
on the status of land masses in the South China sea in
July 2016, for example, the positions of Hungary and
Greece — key countries for China's BRI — led to a more
confusing European situation.

Thus, China — related initiatives, such as the AlIB
and BRI, have already changed the global financial de-
velopment landscape. Similarly, in the sphere of secu-
rity relations, there is a need to protect assets and citi-
zens abroad, leading to the “securitization” of Chinese
BRI participation abroad, which is likely to signifi-
cantly change China's role in the regions of European
interests. Within Europe, and in conjunction with sub —
regional “mini — initiatives” of China, such as CEE 16
+ 1, BRI also contributes to changes in the policy —
making landscape in Europe and China.

Abstract:

The interrelations between emotional and volitional characteristics and the dominating cerebral hemisphere
discovered during the research allow for a new comprehension level in building will formation and self-regulation
programmes for athletes based on their bilateral profile. The research proves that athletes with dominating left
hemisphere tend to have higher structural organization of emotional and volitional sphere; such teenage athletes
are more efficient in volitional regulation than those with dominating right hemisphere are. The latter are more
resistant to stressors in family and domestic sphere and less sensitive to stress factors in sports. It is worth men-
tioning that both coaches and psychologists should keep in mind these inter-hemisphere differences while working

with teenage athletes.
